They were planning to travel several wooded areas nearby looking for Kayla Berg.

‘Sandy Verlund, who traveled to Wisconsin from South Dakota, and Carren Corcoran, a police offcer
from Madison, had brought Molly and Rowdy for the hunt.




[image: image2.png]And while the human officers were spraying themselves with mosquito and tick repellent, the dogs were
getting attention before venturing into the forests

Police Chief Eric Roller said that both of the dogs and their handlers have been in Langlade County a
‘number of times searching afer tips were offered.

“We are working on this case all of the time.” Roler said, suggesting that today's outing in the Star Neva
area could have come from an offering of information

“This case is not dead in the water,” the police chief stressed.

Berg, was last believed seen the night of Aug. 11, 2009 in Wausau in the vicinity of Colonial Manor. an
elderly care facility on the far east side of the city located just off Highway 52

According to Roller and Captain Nate Musolfl, Kevin Kielcheski of Antigo said he had driven Berg to
Wausau and is the last known person to have had contact with the teen-ager

According to court documents, Kielcheski told law enforcement officers that he had spent time with Berg
on Aug. 11 and had driven her to Wausau on her request.

He explained that she asked him to take her to a friend's home and he dropped her off at a house.
located near a radio station on Highway 52. He said he did not recall seeing any lights or anyone at the
residence. He told officials that he then retumed to Antigo and went home.

According to court records, Kielcheski told investigators that the pair had smoked a quantity of
marijuana,

Berg s described as having brown hair and brown eyes, weighing approximately 108 pounds and &' 2°
tall
