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Search continues for Kayla
Berg

Itis assumed that small communities have no mysteries —but
Antigo and Langlade County have one.

Teams of law enforcement officers from the Upper Midwest are

working to solve the disappearance of Kayla Berg, the Antigo

High School student and gymnast, who vanished after walking

toward the home of a former boyfriend on the east side of One of the dogs and its handler being

Wausau on Aug. 11, 2009. used for the search for Kayla Berg, shown
in the inset at the right.

“We continue to work on this case every day,” Antigo Police
Chief Eric Roller said Wednesday.




[image: image2.png]And he can back up his words as canine investigators and their handlers from Madison and South Dakota have
been working in the wilds of Langlade County and other locations in a bid to find a clue to what may have
happened.

Misty Servi, an Antigo police officer who has been working on the case since Berg was listed as missing,
explained that Carren Corcoran, who works for the Madison police department, has come here on her own time
to assist in the search.

“It was Carren’s fifth time helping us with this case,” Servi said.

On the first day they scoured some of the thickest underbrush in the region for nine hours, but the wilderness
in Langlade and Marathon counties are vast and narrowing the hunt is challenging.

Another dog handler, Sandy Vernlund, from Brookings County, S. D., also volunteered her time as she and her
canine have checked out the Wisconsin woods in areas where there have been tips.

So far, nothing leading them to the teen-ager’s trail has been located.

“This is the time of year that thousands of people o into the woods for hunting and fall recreation,” Roller said.
“We are asking that they keep an eye open for anything that looks suspicious.”

According to that document, Berg was last seen on Aug. 11 when a friend reported driving her to Wausau's
east side where an ex-boyfriend had lived.




[image: image3.png]She was not reported as missing until several days later. Hope Sprenger, the teen’s mother, said that she and
Kayla's father, Jim Spanbauer, who are separated, had visits from their daughter and she resided with both of
them. Because of the arrangement, it wasn't immediately noticed when she went missing.

Berg is described as having brown hair and brown eyes, weighing approximately 108 pounds and 5’ 2” tall.
